PREAMBLE:
The Government of Karnataka has introduced the State Awards for best performance in exports from 1992-93, as one of the important steps towards recognizing the efforts of exporters. Visvesvaraya Industrial Trade Centre is the nodal agency for selection of the best performing  export industry.   The presentation of awards for outstanding export performances is an annual event aimed at encouraging exporters who have excelled in exporting their products.  The award not only recognizes the hard work put in by exporters, but also encourages others, thereby increasing  a spirit of healthy competition amongst the industries and exporters of the State to achieve greater export performance. 

Suggestions are received from the committee members of Selection Committee  for amendment / modifications to the existing selection procedure in view of the MSMED Act which has come into effect  recently and also for the following reasons.  

i. In view of the MSMED Act, the Committee proposes to give awards to Micro, Small, Medium / Large Industries separately form 2009 –10.

ii. To delete  the IT & BT sector from the category of Awards, because IT & BT Department of Govt. of Karnataka is already presenting export awards for IT & BT Industries. 

iii. To exclude  Iron Ore from Mineral & Mineral based category, since most of the iron ore exporters are big units and small mineral based units like granite units could not get the awards in the Mineral & Mineral based category.

The proposal has been examined in detail.

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ANNEXURE – 3

Definition of Micro, Small, Medium & Large Industries

Manufacturing units to be based in Karnataka with investment in Plant & Machinery 

· upto Rs 25 lakhs for Micro, 

· between Rs 25 to 500 lakhs for Small, 

· between Rs. 500 lakhs and above for Medium & Large categories respectively

Eligibility Criteria for Awards  

· The minimum Export Turnover criterion for Best Micro Manufacture Export Awards is Rs.50.00 lakhs and for Best Small Manufacturer Awards is Rs.1.00 Crore. The minimum Annual Export Turnover should be Rs.2.00 crore per year for Medium / Large Manufactures and Merchandise exporters. There is no Minimum export turnover fixed in case of SC/ST and women entrepreneurs. 

· The minimum annual export turnover criteria for Best Debutant Export Award (Beginners) is Rs.10.00 lakhs.

· The exporter  eligible for the award in one category is not considered for another award in any other category and shall be eligible for only one award.

· If any exporter applied for awards in more than one category, the Selection Committee will decide the category for award consideration, which shall be final and binding on the exporter. Also, if application is received for the inappropriate category, the Selection Committee will decide the correct category for consideration of the award. 
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· Best Export Award for Women Entrepreneur – The definition of Women entrepreneurs as recommended by National Level Standing Committee on Women Entrepreneurs “An enterprise owned and administered by a women entrepreneur, having a minimum financial interest of 51% of the share capital.
